

Girlguiding Anglia Brooch and certificate
This Girlguiding Anglia award is for exceptional quality of service given, not just length and is for service within the region, not necessarily to the region.
The Anglia Brooch and certificate can be awarded to a person whom the Girlguiding Anglia Awards panel considers merits this award.  To nominate someone for the Girlguiding Anglia Brooch and certificate they need to meet one of the following criteria:

· A member of Girlguiding Anglia.
· A member of The Trefoil Guild in Anglia region.
· A non-member who by virtue of an appointment fulfils the award criteria.

Award criteria

The Anglia Brooch and certificate is awarded for one or more of the following:
· Commitment and level of service that has been over and above ‘the call of duty’ in respect of one or more appointments/events within or to Girlguiding, or The Trefoil Guild.
· A notable display of mental or physical courage in pain or adversity.
· A notable display of bravery. 
· A demonstration of initiative and devotion to duty (without risk to their own life).
It is suggested that a minimum of three and a maximum of five A4 page supporting letters, in standard font are included with nominations.  These should outline why the proposed recipient meets the requirements of the award outlined above.
Nominations

For Girlguiding and Girlguiding Anglia discretionary awards, nominations should be submitted by your county to the Girlguiding Anglia awards panel for consideration. The panel meets a minimum of twice yearly. Speak to your county awards representative to submit your nomination and for relevant submission deadlines.

Anglia Brooch nomination form
All applications must be made without the knowledge of the nominee.    
· Nominations must be forwarded to Girlguiding Anglia by the county awards chair or county commissioner. 
· A suggested minimum of three and a maximum of five A4 page letters of support should be attached with a citation summary, below, and guiding history report, which can be obtained from your county. 
· The letters should cover different aspects of their contribution to guiding and outline why the proposed recipient meets the requirements of the award.  
· Further guidance for supporting letters if required can be obtained from the Anglia office.
