All girls will be scheduled to take part in 5 adventurous PGL
activities, 1 craft session and 1 free time session across the
weekend.

Sessions will last 75 minutes each.

On Sunday, departure is planned following the final session
at 3.15pm.

However, if travel arrangements are required earlier, we can
schedule your free time session at the end of the event,
allowing for departure from 12.30pm once you have
collected your packed lunches.

Bookings close on Sunday 19 April.

Final invoices sent on Tuesday 21 April.
Balance due Tuesday 19 May.
Travel bursary will be paid once you have paid the final invoice.
Supplementary forms sent on Friday 19 June, completed and
returned by Friday 17 July.
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Questions:

e Are leaders allowed to come for the day, and if so, how much would the cost be?
o Leaders are allowed for the day/s, unfortunately we are unable to adjust the cost, therefore the cost would be
£100.

e Asit’s aschool day, we may struggle to get there for normal tea time - will they extend?
o Dinner time begins at 5pm finishes at 7pm, if you feel that you will arrive later, we suggest taking a packed
lunch or stopping for food on route.

e What are the non-refundable payment dates - so we can communicate expectations to parents.
o If you book online, you pay your non-refundable deposit then. If you email us to book tickets, the non-
refundable deposit is payable within 14 days. The deadline for paying the remaining balance is 19 May.

e How much choice over activities will we have? Can we opt not to do any water activities?
o Due to the age and range of abilities, there is no water activities available. The programme of activities will be
pre-arranged and communicated ahead of the event.

e | have an anxious brownie who might not be able to stay overnight. Can she join each day?
o Yes, however the cost will be the same and it would be up to the leaders to arrange pickup/drop off.

* Will girls have to share rooms with other girls that they don’t know? Similarly, for leaders, do we get rooms just for our unit?
o Where possible units and leaders will be accommodated together, we will communicate otherwise. We want the event to be open to as
many member as possible, and hope rooming capacity does not exclude people.

* Please advise on travel arrangements, and catering arrangements
o We will be arranging staggered arrival times and will commmunicate time slot ahead of evet. Leaders to arrange transport. Meals are
catered for by PGL, snacks to be arranged by leaders if required.

* |s there a menu available?
o The menu will be sent ahead of the event. Sample menu is available on PGL website if needed

e How many children in each room? What is the bed set up for leaders?
o This varies between PGL centres, but rooms typically accommodate between 4 and 9 children. For leaders, we aim to provide en-suite
rooms without bunk beds, usually sleeping 2 to 4 people.

e We have a Brownie who as Autism/ Sensory delay, what is the provision for food because only eat certain foods.
o PGL have a ‘no one leaves hungry’ philosophy, therefore if you let us know before of any preferred foods, PGL will do their best to
accommodate.

e How do |l indicate thatl coming with another district and would like to be together?

o Once you have made your booking, please email us with the unit names and we will try our best to arrange. Email: events@girlguiding-

e I've done PGL trips before with Brownies, and leaders have often taken part in activities at the end of a session/with the girls. Is this a new
change that leaders won't be taking part in any activities?
o There is no guarantee that leaders will be able to join in with the activities, hence why we have not advertised it as such. However there is
the possibility that leaders will be able to join in depending on timings and your group size.

« When do we find out what activities the girls will be doing?
o We will send your group activity schedule with the supplementary forms on Friday 19 June.

e Do you give us a suggested kit list for the girls?
o We will send a suggested kit list with the supplementary forms on Friday 19 June.

e 1have 8 Brownies can we give you the names of the Brownies we want to share a room together nearer the time?
o Yes, if you have preferred rooming options there will be space on the supplementary forms to indicate so.

e Will Brownies stay with their unit during activities or will they be separated into different groups with Brownies from other units?
o We will aim to keep units together, however if needed we will coupe you with another unit but this will be communicate to you before
hand.

e We have already booked but if we wanted to add Brownies to the booking would that be possible?
o Yes, that is fine. We recommend that you email us for additional tickets so that we add them onto an existing booking as oppose to you
creating a new booking.

Volunteers are expected to attend online planning
meetings which will take place in the lead up to the
event, most likely evenings.

Questions:

e Do we get to choose which site we volunteer at?
o yes, when you book it will be attached to a specific centre

Is arrival for staff before the contingents arrive?
o Where possible, we will ask volunteers to arrive at 10am on the Friday morning.

Is the 10am arrival flexible at all? | work so unsure if | could get time off to arrive before 4pm
o Yes, that's absolutely fine. If you think you may need to arrive later on the Friday, it might be worth choosing a volunteer team that doesn’t require
immediate setup, such as Arts & Crafts, as their activities don’t begin until Saturday. This should give you a bit more flexibility around your arrival
time.

Do the volunteers need any different clothing or is this included?
o There's no specific volunteer uniform required or provided. Volunteers can wear their own comfortable clothing. We will use coloured lanyards to
help differentiate teams.

What will the cost be to volunteers?
o Volunteer tickets are £60 to be paid in full when booking.

Will there be indoor accommodation available for staff?
o Yes, indoor shared accommodation for all.

I work shifts and they vary week to week, what if | can’t attend one of the online sessions?
o That's absolutely fine. If you have anything you'd like to contribute, just send it to us beforenand so we can make sure it's included in the meeting.
